...in Lennep The history of the Röntgen family
was closely linked to the history of
lennep, a small, but important Han-
seatic city in the "Bergisches land".
Forgenerations, the family had lived
here. The ancestors of c.W. Röntgen
ollen were notables of the city. For
business reasons, Röntgen's father,
Friedrich (onrad, left home with his
family in March 1848 end moved to
Apeldoorn, Netherlands. Due to his
affinityfor nature, however, Röntgen
always maintained his lies to his old
homeland. The city of lennep awar-
ded their important son the ho-
norary citizenship in 1896.

On the 100th birthday of the
Nobel reize award, the city of Rem-
scheid dedicates to their famous son

a "Röntgen runner's day". It will
take piece on the 27th of October
2001. Along with a cross country
race, there is a half-marathon, mara-
thon end ultra-marathon along the
"Röntgenwanderweg" (path) which
was laid out by the "Sauerländischer
Gebirgsverein" (mountaineering
club) in 1995. The starting point will
be the historical old part of the town
of lennep, passing the house where
Röntgen was born, end the
"Deutsches Röntgenmuseum" end
leading from here right into the
beautiful landscape of the "Bergi-
sches land".

The "Röntgen path" is a 63 km
trail around Remscheid. It offers at-
tractive views down on end into the
"Bergisches land". It leads through

Passing old half-timbered houses of
the "Bergisches land" , the welk
